The false ideas that these people are teaching is that Christ is not or should not be the rightful ruler of your life; your attitudes & actions…that not submitting to Christ is of no significant consequence and that submitting to Christ is of little or no reward, value & worth.

(1b, 2a, 3a) The false teaching results in the practices of sensuality & greed, which are the historical two chief outcomes of denying God’s/Christ’s authority.

When you ________________ Christ’s authority over the ________________ for sexuality, sensuality reigns! When you ________________ Christ’s ________________ for money, greed & worldliness is rampant!

In conclusion the false doctrine that Peter is warning about is a teaching that subtly claims that Christ’s authority in our daily life is insignificant. However, the truth is that whether we allow Christ’s rule to reign in our lives or not is of incredible & eternal significance. 

Peter goes on in the rest of the chapter to illustrate what will happen to those who __________________ & also __________________ the notion that Christ’s authority in our daily life is unimportant… 

He references back to three accounts from the book of Genesis that depict how God responds to those who take His authority over their lives lightly…
