We want to make three points clear about the triune nature of God; 
First, God exists a _____________ of _____________ persons or members.

Third, _____________ three persons of the trinity are equally God and equally possess all of the _________________ of God in full.
First, God exists a trinity of three persons or three members. 
The God of the universe, laid forth in the Bible is One who ______________ as three distinct divine persons, yet all are One, as God, in ________________ and nature.
This is a profound mystery that sets Christianity apart from any other religion. 
God exists as Father – God exists as Son - God exists as Holy Spirit
It is a concept that we often must simply take by _____________ and trust that in eternity _____________ things will be made clear.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Though the words ‘trinity’ or ‘triune’ or ‘three in one’ do not appear in the Bible…the ________________ of God being triune is clear… (See 2 Cor 13:14, Matt 28:19, 1 Pet 1:1-2, 
1 Cor 12:4-6,  Eph 4:4-6) 

Second, God has always existed and will always exist in His eternality as Father, Son & Holy Spirit. 
The God of the universe, laid forth in the Bible is One who has always existed and will always exist as three distinct divine persons, yet all are One, God.
God has always been and will always be and He has always been three in one; Father, Son and Spirit. There ________________ was and never will be a day or an age in eternity past or eternity future where God will _____________ exist…and He has always and will always exist as three in one; Father, Son and Spirit. (See Gen 1:1-2, Jhn 1:1-3, Col 1:15-17) 
Third, all three persons of the trinity are equally God and equally possess all the attributes of God fully.
The God of the universe, laid forth in the Bible who is three distinct divine persons, yet One God…share fully in the divine nature and have equally & fully the nature & attributes of God. (Jhn 17:5, Phil 2:5-7, Col 1:15-17, Jhn 14:9b-11a, Jhn 10:30) 
Four additional points about God’s eternality. 
First, God has always existed. 
There was never a time when God was not…and that time was not an __________ nor a millennium but rather infinitude; reaching _________________ into eternity past, prior to creation. (See Ps 90:2, Job 36:26) 

Second, God will always exist. 
There will never be a time when God is not…and that time will not be an era nor a millennium but rather infinitude; reaching endlessly into _______________ future. (Rev 1:8) 

Third, God is not bound by time and space in His eternality...but is instantly & limitlessly within all space and all time. 
God exists outside of the _________________ of time and space and His eternality grants Him __________________ divine ability to transcend both. (See Ps 90:4) 

Fourth, the eternality of God means that He can never be destroyed/put out of existence and He is utterly self-sufficient. 
God’s eternality necessitates His sovereign victory as well as His preeminence and self-existence over and above all creation. (See Ps 145: 13, 45:6, Dan 7:14)
