When we say that God is omniscient we mean:

4. God knows all that can be known or _________ will be known, perfectly and instantly. Everything that ever will be known, or ever could be known, is only knowable, because God already knows it. (Ps 147:4-5)
5. God has not learned and will never learn anything new or something that he did not already know, perfectly & instantly. (Isa 30:14-15a)
6. God knows all things __________________. He knows no thing better than any other thing, but all things equally, fully and perfectly.
7. God is solitary in his omniscience. No other being, or the sum total of all beings, ever in _____________________, could ever know what God knows.
When we say that God is sovereign we mean:
1. He possesses complete and _______________________ universal _______________________. (Is 46:9-11 & 14:24) 
2. He is utterly free to do whatever he wants, whenever he wants & however he wants to do it: No one and nothing can ultimately hinder him or stop him. (Dan 4:35, Job 42:2) 
a. God is not restricted or restrained in any way from doing what he wants, with whoever or whatever he wants, whenever he wants. He is the creator, the sustainer and the final authority.

3. God is in full control of all things, all people, all events and all outcomes. Whether by causation or counteraction, God is in ultimate control. (Col 1:16-17, Jam 4:13-15)
