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When we speak of God’s wrath we mean: 

1. His just _________________ _________________ sin. He is fully against anything that tears down, belittles or goes against His holiness/righteousness.
a. He hates all sin and He correctly/necessarily loathes and despises everything which is contrary to His righteousness.
b. If God did not set Himself against all sin he would be ‘unjust’.  
c. God can and does at times execute His wrath against sin & sinners with calamity and punishment now.
d. However, much of God’s wrath against sin & sinners is being withheld until the future eternity.
2. His coming judgment of the world & sin. There is a day coming when God will pour out His wrath on the world and all its inhabitants. (2 Pet 3:10, Rev 1:16) 
3. His eternal punishment for unrepentant sinners. There is a day coming when God will sentence all those remaining in their sins to just, eternal punishment. (Rev 20:12, Matt 13:41-42)
