10 Life Lessons from Joshua Chapter 3
1. Leaders need a team. (Josh 3:2-3) 
Lesson: Whether you are leading a ministry, an event, a ____________________, or a special ___________________, you need a team of quality people. A wise leader surrounds his/her self with a small group of capable people to help get the job done. 2. Team members must submit to the leader. (Josh 2:1, 3:2-3, 14) 
Lesson: If you are part of a leadership team, a ministry team, a committee, a directing board etc. You must find ways to ___________________ to the leadership in that area. If you are a leader in a given sphere of influence, you need to lead in ___________________ a way that the people in your charge want to follow you. 
Application: If within your power, when _______________________ your team, you need to find people who will readily submit to your direction & authority. You need to find ways to _______________________ in a way that the _______________________ want to follow. Model what you want done. Keep the team well informed. Love, value & appreciate them. Make sure they know that they are invaluable to the objective.
3. God’s design is for people to follow a leader. (Josh 3:3-4) 

Lesson: There is part of us that was made to follow. Made to follow God certainly, but also to follow his ____________________ /earthly representatives.  There is part of us that won’t be ____________________ until we follow. As a member of the family of God and the __________________________ of faith… you were meant to follow the leader in many different capacities. 
Application: Who are you following? If you can’t identify someone, find someone. If there are leaders in front of you; you need to find ways to follow and submit to them. Position yourself to learn from them.
4. ‘Space’ is needed in order to lead & to follow. (Josh 3:4) 

Lesson: In order for many leaders to lead well, they have to know that the people honor them and have given them the right/space to lead. Likewise, in order for many people to submit to a leader, the leader has to make it clear that submission is safe, and they will not get trampled.
Application: We need to do whatever _______________________ to make the job easy for the leaders in our life. We need to make it clear to them that we respect and honor them and that we intend to submit. Watch the tone of your voice. Body language communicates.  Keep disagreements _______________________. Support them in _______________________.
5. God will do amazing things through those who are ‘holy committed’ to Him. (Josh 3:5)
The wonders of God _________________ among a holy people & they __________________ among a sinful people. 
Lesson: If you want to position yourself to likely experience the power of God in a particular way…sanctify yourself! If you want to position yourself to likely see the power of God vanish…__________________ to sanctify yourself and __________________ with sin! The power of God to move mountains, still rivers and open seas, ____________________ on those who seek to sanctify themselves. The power of God tends to move away from, or be inaccessible to those who are __________________ of sin and worldliness.  (see 1 Pet 3:12) 
Application: We must always be on the look for our anything in our life that shouldn’t be there.
6. If a leader is to be lifted up, they must be obedient. (Josh 3:7-9) 
Lesson: God wants to raise up future leaders who will ____________________ our community with the Gospel! God wants to raise up future missionaries who will ____________________ our planet with the Gospel! God wants to raise up future preachers and teachers who will ________________________ hearts. But much of that depends on our willingness to obey God. Application: In order to obey the Word of the Lord…we must know the Word. We must find time to get Into the Bible, daily. We must filter all our thoughts, attitudes and actions through the sieve of God’s Word.
7. A godly leader brings people to the Word of God. (Josh 3:9) 
Lesson: As the leader of our family, as the leader of a ministry or small group… our first priority is to bring people to God. The main job of any Christian leader is to bring people to God, through the ________________________ of His Word etc.
Application: In all of your activities and in all of your interactions… attempt to bring the people you ______________________ with into an ______________________ with the Word of God in some way. 
8. God wants to drive sin & worldliness out from among us. (Josh 3:10, Deut 7:2-4)
God’s goal for Israel was not just that they would have a promised __________________ of land, but that they would be a particular kind of __________________.  The biggest thing that stood in the way of that, was not cities and soldiers…Rather, it was the worldly __________________ and sinful __________________ of the people groups around them. 
Lesson: A holy lifestyle, through humble obedience to the word of God, is one of the main goals that God has for His people. The biggest threat is the __________________ of the world and sin. Therefore, God __________________ to drive out and destroy any worldliness & sinful behaviors from __________________ us. 
Application: If a lifestyle of sanctification & holiness is one of God’s main goals for me…it should be one of my main goals for me. All forms of sin and worldliness are enemies to our soul and our satisfaction.
9. No barrier is too big for God. (Josh 3:15-16, Jer 32:17)

10. God loves moving barriers for those who love & obey Him. (Josh 3:16-17)
See Lamentations 3:25, Jeremiah 32:40, 41, 42, Isaiah 64:3-4, Psalm 84:11 

Lesson: God is for you, not against you. There is no barrier in your way that is too big for God and He loves being powerful on behalf of His people. God is for your good. God is against anything that is not for your good. If God does not move the mountain or open the river… the mountain must be for my good. If God does withhold something it must not have been for my good, at this moment. 

Application: Trust Him.
