The call to repent is repeated all throughout the Bible…the need to repent is one of the most repeated truths in the whole Bible. 

"Repent and turn away from all your transgressions…Cast away from you all your transgressions …Therefore, repent and live." Ezekiel 18:30-32 (See also Jonah 3:8-10, 2 Chronicles 7:14) 

“…because of your stubbornness and your unrepentant heart, you are storing up wrath against yourself for the day of God’s wrath, when his righteous judgment will be revealed.” Romans 2:5 

“Repent therefore, and turn back, that your sins may be blotted out…” Acts 3:19 (Also Rev 2:1-2, 4-5)

The meaning of the Greek word for our word ‘Repent’ can be broken into two parts…
meta: is a prefix which means movement, an after-effect or ______________________. 

noeo: refers directly to the mind, its thoughts, perceptions, dispositions and purposes. 
-Repentance is such a change in thought and perception that it ________________________ new behaviors and reactions. “Produce fruits worthy of repentance.” Luke 3:8 In other words true/genuine repentance will/should produce the fruit worthy of/_____________________________ with repentance.  
-Repentance is agreeing with God about his diagnosis of the human ________________________.
-Repentance is believing that what God says about human nature, sinfulness, reality; that is, what is really real… is ________________________. 
-Repentance is aligning your thinking with God’s perspective and beginning to see the world through his eyes. Repentance is agreeing with God about our condition and accepting his ________________________ as well as his solution for getting it right. 

According to Isaiah 6:10, repentance involves;
Seeing with your eyes (Perception) - Hearing with your ears (Conviction) 
Understanding with your heart (Emotion) - Returning with your feet (Confession, Action)   
Repentance occurs when we;  
(1) understand (perceive) ourselves in relationship to God in a new way, typically involving new understand of our sinful behavior & we ___________________ with God’s reality. 

(2) hear the truth about some previously unseen ___________________ of sin/fault or oversight in our lives and we are confronted with truth (conviction).
(3) grasp the extent/impact of our disillusionment in sin & selfishness and we are ‘cut to the core’ (emotions) because we understand how we have hurt the Lord and others and we are moved by the error in our thinking/ways.  
(4) __________________ to the Lord (confession), to the Holy Spirit and possibly a fellow believer that the truth is correct and that we agree regarding our error.  
(5) follow through on the conviction that we had to the truth and we make the necessary changes in our life to __________________ our __________________ with the truth.
