Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest. Matt 11:28
Let anyone who is thirsty come to me and drink. John 7:37
Whoever comes to me will never go hungry…John 6:35

They replied, “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved—you and your household.” Acts 16:31 (1 Pet 1:8) 
My soul thirsts for God, for the living God; When shall I come and appear before God? Psalm 42:2 (Mic 6:6)
